This relaxed, drop -shoulder cardigan is knitted flat from the bottom up. Front and back are separated at 

the armholes and each section knitted  back and forth  before seaming at the shoulders. Sleeve stitches 

are picked up around the armhole and knitted in t he round, ending with the cuff. Neckband and button 

band are picked up and knitted in Moss Stitch.

YARN A: Blacker Yarns Lyonesse, 4-ply  
(50% wool, 50% linen, 175 metres / 190 
yards per 50g ball) 

Cropped Version: 2 (2, 3, 3, 4 ) balls  
Long Version: 4 (5, 5, 5, 6 ) balls  

 

YARN B: Blacker Yarns St Kilda ,  Laceweight 
(100% wool, 350 metres / 380 yards per 50g 
skein) 

Cropped Version: 1 skein  
Long Version: 2 skeins

Long Version Shown in:

 DIFFICULTY 

 

Techniques include: short rows, picking up 
stitches, changing colour, and simple lace 
knitting   
 
 
NEEDLES AND NOTIONS 
3.25mm (UK 10, US 3) straight knitting needles, 
and DPNS (or long circular if preferred for 
knitting in the round ) 
 
4mm (UK 8, US 6) straight knitting needles, and 
DPNS (or long circular if preferred for knitting 
in the round ) 
 
Stitch holders or length of smooth waste yarn 
1 stitch marker  
 
5 x 2.5 cm / 1 inch buttons for cropped 
version, 7 for long version  
 
 
GAUGE / TENSION 
22 sts and 32 rows to 10 cm / 4 inches 
measured over Moss Stitch using yarn A and 
smaller needles 
 
22 sts and 30 rows to 10 cm / 4 inches 
measured over Lace Stripe Pattern  (page 3) 
using yarns A and B and larger needles 
 
Always use a needle size which results in the 
correct gauge after blocking  
 
Note: The Lace Stripe Pattern for this cardiga n 
stretches a lot with blocking, we recommend 
knitting a n extra  large swatch to check gauge

INSTRUCTIONS

1. CAST ON AND MOSS STITCH BORDER 

Using 3.25mm needles and Yarn A, cast on 194 

(216, 238, 260, 282) sts using the Cable Cast On 

Row 1 (WS): Purl 

Now work in Moss Stitch: 

Moss Stitch over an even number of sts:  

Row 1:  [k1, p1] to end  

Row 2:  [p1, k1] to end  

 

Repeat Rows 1 and 2 five more times (12 rows in 

total)  

 

2. BEGIN LACE STRIPE PATTERN 

Change to 4mm needles 

Starting with a RS row, begin working Lace 

Stripe Pattern:  

Note: When knitting the Lace Stripe Pattern, 

carry the colour  not in use loosely up the side  

Lace Stripe Pattern  knitted flat:  

Row 1 (RS): k in yarn A 

Row 2 (WS): p in yarn A 

Row 3:  k in yarn B 

Row 4:  p in yarn B 

Row 5:  k in yarn A 

Row 6:  p in yarn A 

Row 7:  Using yarn B, k1 [yo, k2tog]  repeat  to 

last st, k1  

Row 8:  p in yarn B 

Rows 9-20:  Repeat rows 5-8 of Lace Stripe 

Pattern 3 more times  

For cropped version, work Lace Stripe Pattern 

for a total of 52 rows, or until work measures 

approximately 20.5 cm / 8 inches from cast on 

edge  

 

For long version, work Lace Stripe Pattern for a 

total of  120 rows, or until work measures 

approximately 45 cm / 17.5 inches from cast on 

edge 

Note: I f you wish to alter the length of your 

cardigan, then work more or fewer  rows in this 

section, as desired  

3. FRONT RIGHT PANEL 

Note: now you will work a partial row to begin 

the ri ght front panel of the cardigan   

 

Next Row: work first 45 (50, 56, 61, 67) sts in 

Lace Stripe Pattern  

Slip remaining 149 (166, 182, 199, 215) sts onto 

holders or waste yarn 

 

Turn work, and c ontinue working Lace Stripe 

Pattern for a further 37 (37, 41, 41, 45) rows 

 

4. RIGHT NECK SHAPING (all sizes alike) 

Row 1 (RS): Loosely cast off 6 sts at beginning of  

row, work in pattern to end of row  

Row 2 (WS): work in pattern  

Row 3:  k1, ssk, work in p attern to end of row  

Row 4:  work in pattern to last 2 sts, p2tog, p1  

Repeat rows 3 and 4 once more, then row 3 

again, 5 sts decreased, 34 (39, 45, 50, 56 ) sts 

remain 

Row 8 (WS): work in pattern to end of row  

Row 9 (RS): k1, ssk, work in pattern to end of 

row 

Repeat rows 8 and 9 six more ti mes, 7 sts 

decreased, 27 (32, 38, 43, 49) sts remain 

Continue in pattern for a further 3 rows  

Cast off using an elastic bind off such as the 

k2tog Bind Off �² you may even wish to use a 

larger needle size - and break yarn 

 

5. BACK  

Transfer next  104 (116, 126, 138, 148) sts from 

holder to 4mm needles  

 

Rejoin yarn and beginning with a RS row, 

continue working Lace Stripe Pattern for 13 rows  

 

Yoke set -up (WS): change to 3.25mm needles 

and using yarn A, purl all sts  

Now work in Moss Stitch for a total of  

52 (52, 56, 56, 60) rows
